INNOVATION GRANTS
The Lindbergh Schools Foundation teacher grant fund changed with the 2020-21 school 
year! The fund still supports grants for Lindbergh Schools teachers who propose innovative 
and engaging classroom projects that elevate instruction and learning to the next level, but now 
staff can apply at any time during the year for up to $500. The grants are reviewed weekly, 
and once approved, items are ordered and sent straight to classrooms. Since 2008, the 
foundation has awarded 337 grants totaling more than $143,000.

In 2021, 58 students received a 
total of $75,300 in scholarships to 
help them further their education. 
The original LSF General 
Scholarship is awarded each 
year to the student who, based 
on his or her application essay, 
has overcome the most significant 
challenges and hardships during 
high school. Additional scholarships 
are established by or in the name 
of ​former administrators, teachers, 
coaches and alumni.
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The Foundation Junior Board is assembled of young leaders that will work on 
mission-critical initiatives that they help to identify.

The junior boardroom will offer a training ground for: 
•Learning business and non-profit development skills
•Learning about philanthropy
•Gaining hands-on experience in identifying community problems, 
	 and creating the solutions
•Learning the mechanics of managing a nonprofit
•Learning together about grantmaking and grant funding
•Developing personal and professional skills that will prepare them for 
	 future board service and careers

The students had their first meeting in May, and attended a retreat in June. They are currently 
working on creating their mission, goals, committees, and will elect their executive board at 
their next meeting.

Our hope is that this board will provide high schoolers with the opportunity to develop their 
own talents, while learning to help others!

SUMMER CAFE PROGRAM:
Did you know? There are over 700 Lindbergh students who depend on free school lunches 
during the school year. Sometimes these lunches are the ONLY meal they get during the day. 
What happens over the summer? Lindbergh Lights the Way delivers meals, including fresh 
produce, to over 100 Lindbergh students once per week throughout the entire summer. Thank 
you to all of our supporters for donating to help with the cost of these meals.

HOLIDAY SEASON:
Thank you to everyone that contributed to our Holiday Utility Campaign! These funds are 
utilized throughout the entire year for Lindbergh families who find themselves in a critical 
situation. Our community’s support has enabled us to give 46 families utility support this 
winter.
We would also like to thank everyone who helped support our Giving Tree Campaign. With 
your help, we provided clothing, toys, games, gifts, personal care items, gift cards for gifts, 
groceries, and gas to 51 families, and were able to help two elementary schools who needed 
a little help fulfilling their own Giving Tree wish lists. The remaining funds were used to support 
families who needed immediate help with utilities. We are also grateful to our volunteer drivers 
who delivered these items to our families.

NEW SCHOLARSHIP:
Lindbergh Lights the Way was able to award its first ever student scholarship this year. The 
$500 scholarship is awarded to graduating Lindbergh students who have demonstrated their 
committment to serve others, are continuing their education and training in a philanthropic 
field of study or work, and are in need of financial assistance.



COLLEGE KICKSTART:
Thank you to everyone that contributed to our College KickStart 
Program! We were able to help 19 students by gifting them with 
$3,000 in supplies and gift cards each. This program provides 
essential school supplies, personal care items, and dorm supplies 
to qualified Lindbergh graduating seniors who are continuing 
their education in the fall, and who otherwise would not be able 
to provide these items for themselves.
